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1 Introduction

The Resource Interconnection Management System (RIMS) is a secure, web-based database
application used to track and manage data from Interconnection Requests in the CAISO queue
through energizing the generating facility and requesting modifications post-commercial operation
date of the generating facility. Electronic submission of interconnection requests and New
Resource Implementation (NRI) data is accomplished via the user interface in RIMS. RIMS allows
users to view project details, access uploaded documents, upload documents, and view contact
information for projects.

RIMS is updated daily by various CAISO departments with information as it is received from the
Participating Transmission Owners (PTO) or Interconnection Customers (IC).

This user guide will provide access instructions, features, and actions performed in the RIMS
application.

For additional information on NRI, refer to the New Resource Implementation page on the CAISO
website.

3 Application Access

RIMS is aweb-based application with role-based access that uses the CAISO Multiple Application
(CMA) digital certificates for authentication. In order to gain access to RIMS, users must work
with their organization points of contact (POCS) to utilize the Access and ldentity Management
(AIM) application for access. The processing time can be one to two weeks.

3.1 User Access Administrator

The user access administrator (UAA) is an organization’s designated POC for providing access
to CAISO applications for all of that organization’s users. The UAA is responsible for managing
the secure digital certificates for that organization.

The UAA must complete the Access Administrator Agreement found on the CAISO website.
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3.2 User Certification for CAISO Applications

To gain access to CAISO applications:

1. Have the UAA give authorization to obtain a digital certificate.

2. The UAA will receive an e-mail from do-not-reply@cybertrust.com. (Add do-not-
reply@cybertrust.com to your e-mail safe senders list.) The e-mail will contain further
instructions for certification:

a. Register the certificate.
b. Collect the certificate.

After gaining certificate access to the application, navigate to RIMS via the Market Participant
Portal on CAISO.com. Click the RIMS icon to open the application.

3.3 Certification Request History

2. Click Request History.
3. Click on an individual line item in the Access Request panel.
4. Review the Status column for each line item to verify that the requested access was
granted.

3.4 Certification Management

To renew or let the certificate expire, the UAA will need to:
1. Access AIM and navigate to Certificate Renewal.
2. View the Users with Expiring Certificates list.
3. Click Renew or Let Expire under the Cert Action column.

4 RIMS Users

The Access and ldentity Management (AIM) system provisions all access for the RIMS application.
All new distribution level requests and interconnection customer (IC) requests funnel through the
CAISO AIM process. User access can take up to several days to complete. Once the user has
gained access via AlM, they can see their projects and share access information. The User
Access Administrator (UAA) manages the RIMS certificates for a project and assigns users to
project codes.

5 Registration

To interconnect a generating facility to the CAISO controlled grid, an interconnection request must
be submitted to the CAISO on the RIMS public site. These requests are for interconnections that
must go through the CAISO resource planning process. This does not apply to distribution
connected resources that have already gone through the utility planning process. If so, refer to
Section 7.4 in this guide.

6.3 Actions in RIMS

On each RIMS screen is an action toolbar. The features on the action toolbar allow the user to
perform specific tasks within the screen based on the access the user has (e.g., read or
read/write).

This section describes the functions for each tool. Navigate to the desired screen to view these
tools. Click the desired tool to perform the action.

Restore Sort: Columns may be sorted in any order, allowing the user to customize columns in

each screen. The Restore Sort tool % allows the user to restore the column order to the default
setting.

Advance Filter: The Advance Filter tool | ==/ allows the user to further filter the columns with
values and conditions for each request. The user can update the columns with desired filters and

click Update .

Reset Advanced Filter: The Reset Advanced Filter tool N resets the default for the Advance
Filter.

Cancel: Click Cancel Izl to undo the filter.

Inline Filter: The Inline Filter tool | T allows the user to filter projects horizontally, grouping each
column as needed. Select desired filter and <Enter>.

Export: The Export tool =] EI allows the user to export information on the desired screen
to an Excel spreadsheet.

Adjust Columns: The Adjust Columns tool allows the user to customize columns that are
visible or hidden from view by selecting the columns desired and clicking OK.

7.4.2 Scheduling Coordinator Management

Resources going through the NRI process may require a Scheduling Coordinator Association
where the SC will assume the responsibility for scheduling this resource once it has completed
the NRI process. Scheduling Coordinators will utilize the Scheduling Coordinator Management
tab to manage their SC Selection requests submitted by Resource owners.

The SC READ-WRITE EXTERNAL role must be provisioned in AIM in order to access this tab
and perform the required actions. These users will now have the ability to utilize RIMS and
manage these selection requests from a user interface. All of the existing information requested
on these letters will now be reflected in RIMS including the disclaimer.
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In the SC Management Display, SCs will see three dashboards:

e Active SC Selection: Projects awaiting SC acceptance of the association. These
associations must be reviewed and decided by the SC seven Business Days before the
association effective start date. On the seventh day, the system will automatically cancel
the request and the Interconnection Customer must resubmit.

were not accepted by the SC and the associations that were canceled by the system due
to a missed deadline.

If an association is not processed prior to seven business days before the association
start date, the system will automatically cancel the association on the seventh day.
